1. Used database should be postgres

Igor pointed out that he would like us to use postgres as a database. MySQL is to be considered only a fail-safe option.


CONCLUSION
: we should use postgres database

ACTION
:  Team members in charge of database should familiarize themselves with postgres database

2. Security firewall problem

The server that runs the database (orson.rasip.fer.hr) uses a firewall, so only one port  can be used to establish a connection. 

Direct connection to the database is not allowed. DB accepts only tcp connections running from the localhost interface. 

CONCLUSION
: Solution of this problem is to write a program (local deamon), that will run on the server and that will    accept TCP connections on a designated port. This program will route connections to database in order to pass on  any requests.

ACTION
:  Writing a local deamon program.

This program should be written in Java, because its much easier to write it in Java then in C (even for a beginner – Igor’s words ).
