How to install
Database Installation:

First install the latest version of postgres sql and then create new database “webproject” and after creating database you can restore database by right clicking on the database and you will see restore option and when you will click that then a small window will open where you can select the data backup file from your computer (Database backup is uploaded).

Tomcat settings:
First install java SDK 1.4 and then download the jakarta-tomcat-4.1.31 or later version. Now you have to set two class paths.

1 – JAVA_HOME (this will point to directory of installed JDK)

2 – CATALINA_HOME (this will point to tomcat folder)
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Now download the webproject zip file and extract it in webapps folder of tomcat

jakarta-tomcat-4.1.31\webapps\webproject
Now find connection.properties file and open it in notepad or wordpad. This file contains the information of database like username and password. Here you can also give smtp address according to your settings.

Please change this file according to your local settings.
Now you have to start the tomcat so go to jakarta-tomcat-4.1.31\bin and run the startup.batch

You can also stop tomcat by shutdown.batch which will be in the same bin directory.

Now you can view the homepage by typing the following url in browser.

http://localhost:8080/webproject/
Here you can replace the localhost to the server name where tomcat is running.
