Results of the meeting with Rikard Land
We just had the meeting with Rikard and we discussed the points that were brought up yesterday. We'll start with the most important one.
 

What is a template?
By template they mean two things. The first thing is what we already knew; that SQL queries to the database should be able to be saved and reused in a userfriendly way, with easily recognizeable names etc.
The second is that the user should easily be able to configure how data is displayed, setting fonts and text styles. There should also be a few default display templates the user can use from, that automatically formats the view page.
 

What information will be we displaying?
The information we will display is everything that is available in for example WinCVS, except the actual documents. That is:
· The name of the document
· The revision of the document
· The time and date it was uploaded
· Any old editions of the same file
· Who uploaded the file
This is according to Rikard and the CVSQL group, and some of this information may change since the CVSQL group hasn't decided for sure yet what the database will look like. According to them, that will be decided sometime next week. Also, it's possible that not all the SQL queries will be implemented or work in exactly the same way.
 

Using available plugins for Eclipse
The point of the course is not to "reinvent the wheel" so using existing plugins is ok, however, both our applications are strictly "read-only" so any possibility of writing data to the database has to be disabled.
 

Common components
Since both the Eclipse and the web interface will have to include a template editor for displaying and accessing data from the database, this could be a common component in the two applications, just as we speculated, at least the repository,  and storing and retrieving templates.
 

Summary
To sum up, the main focus of the project seems to have shifted a bit, from the original idea to the template editor and the useability of the system. Everything should be as userfriendly as possible. Rikard also adviced frequent talks with the CVSQL group, but I think we knew that. He also pointed out that we are the ones who most likely will have to contact them, since we're the ones who depend on them.
