- How to solve the problem/issues with a program that are in the background and listening to conversations you are writing:

  - Possible to save only parts of the conversation?
  - How to make the user “safe”, not intrude in her/his private life? 

- Possible if conversation is not saved to database during/just after the conversation, to save it to central database from the local copy?
