REMES GUI was developed as Eclipse plugin, moreover REMES GUI was developed on EMF (Eclipse Modeling Framework) and GMF (Graphical Model Framework) therefore need the setup of many technologies but all based on Eclipse.

1.8 Operating System
REMES GUI can be run on any operating system for which there is available Eclipse. This includes Windows, Linux, MacOS.

NOTE: All the GMF dependencies need to be installed.

2. Installation procedure

In order to start the REMES GUI plugin, Eclipse has to be installed on the machine and the GMF plugin must be installed with all its dependences (http://wiki.eclipse.org/index.php/GMF_Tutorial).
2.1 RemesGUI installation

Because of REMES GUI plugin is not available in a Internet site yet, has to be installed manually with copy and paste. After the download on the DSD web page it’s sufficient to drag the file in the plugin folder and drop in the folder plugin inside the Eclipse installation folder.

3. Help

More information about the REMES GUI plugin is available in the help section. For accessing the help, when Eclipse is started click Help -> Help Contents.

It’s possible to access the REMES GUI Help also in html format in the plugin Remes_v6_1.0.0 in the folder help.
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
