2.  SVN usage policy
These are the basic rules that needs to be followed when using SVN repository, to ensure maximum efficiency and minimal number of conflicts. 

· When commiting, log message is mandatory, no matter how small the change you made is. It will help us resolve the conflicts much faster if they occur.
· When changing a file that

· More people are in charge of

· Try to talk with them before change and agree on how and what will be changed or added

· If you cannot contact them, and the change is necessary and urgent, make sure that you lock the file that requires changing, so that way if someone tries to update the file, he will see that you have locked it, and he will contact you. Although SVN supports more programmers editing the same file, and then merging the changes, it generally does more harm than good when there are some more complex changes involved.
· You are not in charge of

· Do this only if it is absolutely necessary and urgent. As in above, try to contact the members that are in charge of it, and if it is possible describe them the needed changes, and let them do it.

· If you cannot contact them, or they are unable to make changes that are needed on time, in addition to standard log message, make sure to add the reason why it was necessary/urgent for you to change that file.

· Standard log message should be in following form:

· Full Name (this way we don’t have to decode whose username is xz27182)

· One line descripition  of what did you accomplished with this change

· <empty line>

· Full description of what you did, or any other things you would want your team members to know, and is associated with this particular revision. 

· For example:

Josip Maričević
Fixed the problem with the program crashing when loading files

Problem was there and there. So I added this and 

this and that. Also, I rewrote the function for ....
· Repository backups – once the coding starts, I will backup the repository every 1-3 days, depending on the work intensity, so even in the worst possible scenario, we cannot loose much work. In case of SVN server crash, contact me as soon as possible at josip.maricevic@fer.hr.

· Do not use repository for  keeping general documents and binary files. Only exceptions are files that are used for testing input/output of the program, but those files have their own directory in SVN repository, and they should not be anywhere else.

· Only commit code that can be compiled. Linking errors may occur, and it may not even be your fault, but if your code cannot even pass semantics and syntax check, it does not belong into the repository. If needed, you can share that kind of code like the rest of the documents. 

· Do not add version numbers in file names. In addition to being redundant, it will also make repository inconsistent.

· Do not change directory structure. If you think that something needs to be done differently contact me at josip.maricevic@fer.hr.

· Update your local copy (svn up) and check what you are commiting (svn diff) before you do it, so if any conflicts occur, you can first try and resolve them locally.
· Do not use SVN keywords in source files. The most problematic ones are Id or Log.

· Changing formatting like indenting or white spaces blows up the diff, so that it is hard to find code changes if they are mixed with re-indenting commits or similar things when looking at the logs and diffs later. Committing formatting changes separately solves this problem.
