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1. Introduction

1.1 Purpose of this document

The purpose of this document is to give the customers the instructions on how to successfully install and configure VLab administration and reservation system in order to successfully run on their systems.
1.2 Document organization

The document is organized as follows: 

· Section 1, Introduction, describes contents of this guide
· Section 2,General requirements, describes what operating system, basic technologies and extensions should the system have, in order to run the VLab administration and reservation systems

· Section 3, Installation, leads the customer through the process of installation
1.3 Intended Audience

The intended audience is:

· customers (who wish to install VLab administration and reservation system on their own system)
· supervisors (who wish to test the functionalities of VLab administration and reservation system)

· developers (team members who worked on this project and others who will continue the work on it)

2. General requirements
VLab administration and reservation systems were developed and tested using the following technologies:
· Apache Web server 1.3.33

· PHP 4.3.1

· PotgreSQL 7.4.7

· PHP extensions: PostgreSQL, libcurl/7.13.2

These technologies were also used, but there is no need to install them:

· smarty 2.6.10

· xmlrpc-2.0rc2
It is likely that VLab administration and reservation systems will work on different versions of the listed technologies, but we cannot guarantee that. This document won’t describe the installation and configuration of the above listed technologies. Operating system used was Debian Linux. It’s possible to use Windows platform, but we cannot guarantee that it will work.
3. Installation

3.1 Extraction and configuration
Extract the vlab_admin_res.zip into a folder of your choice. It should contain 3 folders: vlab, smarty and db. 

Copy the vlab folder into your web root folder. Copy the smarty folder outside of your web root folder. Make sure that the write privileges (777) are set on cache and templates_c folders in smarty folder.
Edit /vlab/reservation/includes/paths.php file to point to your smarty folders.

Example:

$smarty_dir = '../../../smarty/libs/MLSmarty.class.php';

$smarty_template_dir = '../../../smarty/templates';

$smarty_compile_dir = '../../../smarty/templates_c';

$smarty_cache_dir = '../../../smarty/cache';

$smarty_config_dir = '../../../smarty/configs';

3.2 Database installation
User needs to be PostgreSQL administrator in order to properly set up the database. First the database needs to be created (name example: vlabdsd), encoding used was LATIN2. Also, new user has to be created (name example: vlab). All privileges have to be granted to the new user on the vlabdsd database.
In db folder there are 2 files:

vlab_tables.sql (this script creates VLab database tables)

vlab_test_data.sql (this script contains test data, it’s not necessary to run it)

Because VLab administration and reservation systems were created specifically for FER, only FER students and staff can use it. It’s necessary to manually insert at least one user into the student table if the user isn’t already in the test data (vlab_test_data.sql) in order to use VLab administration and reservation system. All other users can be added using the administration system. It’s only necessary to insert the first user’s matriculation number. All other data can be inserted using the administration system. 
It’s also necessary to edit these 2 files:

/vlab/reservation/includes/database.php

/vlab/administration/includes/_connectDB.php

In those files you need to change the database name, database user and password.

Example: host=localhost dbname=vlabdsd user=vlab password=vlab
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
