1.1 Purpose of this document

The purpose of this document is to provide all the project members, supervisors and the customer with the final test specification of WebProject. It contains a detailed description of all types of tests that are performed on WebProject with actual and expected results.

1.2 Intended Audience

· customers, who want to check various functionalities they have at their disposal

· supervisors, who supervise the work and need to know the functionality of a project

· developers, for unit testing and fixing bugs if any
· testers, for evaluating the testing done on the application

This document will give a detailed description about the amount of testing done to check if all the requirements are supported by the application and it works on the domain of acceptable characters while utilizing various functionalities in the application.

4. Features to be tested
Features that are tested are categorized by functionality as stated above in Test Items. The tables take into consideration the access rights of any user. Further testing is done such as trying to add already existing user/project to the database.
5. Features not to be tested
Some of the exceptional features like high workload on server, server crashes, network delays etc are not tested.
6. Approach
Testing should be done according to Test Plan, by respecting the prerequisites of each test case. No "brute force" testing was made, but the script can be done to try it. There is no order in doing the testing, but, some test outputs will not be the same if done too early (eg. not enough information to create reports).

6.1 Approach to configuration and installation
The technologies for enabling WebProject to run should be installed by system administrators of the web server. The WebProject Team is not responsible if installation of products needed is not done successfully, but we are responsible for installation procedure of the WebProject. In order to help customers, we have set up an installation test script which will test are the main products, extensions and add-ons installed successfully. In order to access that script, after installing, type http://server_name/<wp_directory/test.php (example: https://orson.rasip.fer.hr/webproject/test.php)

7. Item pass/fail criteria

7.1 Installation and Configuration

 Testing can not be done if all the necessary products which enable WebProject to run were not installed. If some of the extensions are missing, some components will not work and trigger errors. Please consult the WebProject Installation Manual to see the full list of requirements to use the WebProject.
7.2 Documentation problems

User documentation is not available, but test cases lead the tester through the testing problem. Additionally, some information can be found in Technical Documentation and Installation Manual.
8. Suspension criteria and resumption requirements

Testing can always be paused and continued. In case of a bug, try logging out and in again. If the bug persists, try using another, clean project / user. For all the bugs, please contact the WebProject Team.
9. Environmental needs

9.1 Hardware
A server on which the WebProject can reside should be set up and working, with enough memory and processor power. It can be a usual Web Server as WebProject does not pose any big requirements to the hardware side.
It must be connected to Internet by any mean of connection.

It must have constant power supply and available at all times.

9.2 Software
9.2.1 Operating system

WebProject is developed and tested on Linux Debian operating system, although it will work on all the systems which support basic technologies (described later). In one phase of the development process, WebProject was also tested on the Windows platform and it was working with full functionality, but as we cannot guarantee it, testing should be done on Linux / UNIX systems.

9.2.2 Base technologies
The following technologies are required to use the WebProject

· Web Server 

· we suggest running on Apache (developed and tested on version 1.3.33)

· we can not guarantee that WebProject will work on IIS (but there is a high possibility, for IIS version 5 and above)

· PHP 4.3.1 or higher (but not PHP 5)

· developed and tested on version 4.3.1.10-16

· some functionalities will not be available when running PHP 5, and changes in the code should be made

· PostgreSQL 7.4 or higher

· developed and tested on version 7.4

9.2.3 Extensions and add-ons
Other extensions and add-ons should be added. For more information, please consult the WebProject Installation Manual.

9.2.4 Web browsers (client side)

WebProject is fully functional in the following stable versions of the browsers:

· Mozilla Firefox 1.5 or higher

· Internet Explorer 6 or higher

· Opera 8.5 or higher

We cannot guarantee that the WebProject will work on lower versions of those browsers as we didn't test it on those, but there is a very high possibility for that.

In order to use the WebProject, the following things must be enabled:

· accepting session cookies from the WebProject site

· JavaScript

· SSL (HTTPS support)
